Pilot Galeri, uluslararasi alanda taninan sanat¢i Hamra Abbas'in yeni eserlerinden olusan
“Garden Reimagined” adl kisisel sergisini sunmaktan mutluluk duyar. Sergi, izleyicilere, bahce
fikrini hem tarihsel hem de kisisel hafizanin bir mekani olarak yeniden dislinen bir dizi mermer
kakma eser sunuyor.

Yerinden edilme, kimlik ve zamanin akip gidisi temalarini irdeleyen katmanli ve hayal kurduran
eserleriyle taninan Abbas, hem tarihi hem de ¢agdas kaynaklardan ilham alarak titiz bir zanaat
yaklasimi kullaniyor. “Garden Reimagined”, izleyicileri, bahceyi kisisel bir deneyimin metaforu,
hem glizelligin hem de kirilganhgin, biiyimenin ve glrimenin bir alani olarak dislinmeye davet
ediyor. Lapis lazuli, serpantin, yesim tasi gibi taslarla titizlikle yaratilan eserler, izleyicileri tarih,
hafiza ve doganin karsilikl etkilesimiyle ilgilenmeye davet ederek bir merak ve tefekkir duygusu
uyandiriyor.

Berlin ve Boston da dahil olmak lizere ikamet ettigi pek cok sehirden ilham alan sanatgi, uzun
yillar boyunca kolay tasinabilir kagit, video veya performans gibi gecici ve hafif/tasinmasi kolay
medyumlari tercih etti. Sanatci, 2015 yilinda Glkesi Pakistan'a dondiikten sonra kokll bir degisim
gecirdi. Mermer kakma (pietra dura) teknigiyle ilgilenmeye basladi ve evine ve kiltlrel mirasina
aidiyet hissi uyandiran, geciciligin kalicihiga dontstigld 6nemli bir ifade bicimini benimsedi.

Yari degerli lapis lazuli kullanimi, Abbas'in yaratim sirecinin 6nemli bir parcasi. Gegctigimiz yil
sanatgl, lapis lazuli ultra-marin pigmentini Gretmek icin 14. yiizyildan kalma bir italyan teknigi
o0grendi. Bu teknikle Urettigi pigmenti kullanarak hazirladigi “Porters 1” adli ¢alismasi, sergi
kapsaminda gorilebilir. Abbas, sanatsal pratigi boyunca 6tekilestirilmis insanlarin portrelerini
yaratmaya devam ediyor.

Hamra Abbas: "Garden Reimagined" at Pilot Gallery!
December 19, 2024 — February 1, 2025

Pilot Gallery is pleased to present "Garden Reimagined," a solo exhibition of new works by
acclaimed artist Hamra Abbas. This exhibition presents a series of marble inlays that reimagine
the idea of garden as a site of both historical and personal memory.

Abbas, renowned for her intricate and evocative works that explore themes of displacement,
identity, and the passage of time, employs a meticulous approach to craft, drawing inspiration
from both historical and contemporary sources. "Garden Reimagined" invites viewers to
contemplate the garden as a metaphor for the human experience, a space of both beauty and
fragility, growth and decay. The works, meticulously created with stones like lapis lazuli,
serpentine, jasper, evoke a sense of wonder and contemplation, inviting viewers to engage with
the interplay of history, memory, and the natural world.

Inspired by the various cities in which she has resided, including Berlin and Boston, she preferred
ephemeral and lightweight mediums, including easily portable paper, video or performances.
After returning to her native Pakistan in 2015, the artist underwent a profound change. She
became interested in the technique of marble inlay (pietra dura) and embraced an important
form of expression that evokes a sense of belonging to her home and cultural heritage, whereby
temporality turns to permanence.

The use of semi-precious lapis lazuli is an important part of Abbas’ creative process. Last year she
learned a 14th-century ltalian technique to produce lapis lazuli ultra-marine pigment that she
uses here to create her work “Porters 1”. Abbas continues to create portraits of marginalized
people throughout her artistic practice.

Hamra Abbas 1976 yilinda Kuveyt'te dogdu. Lahore Ulusal Sanat Koleji Gorsel Sanatlar dalindan lisans ve yiiksek lisans
derecesiyle mezun olduktan sonra, 2004 yilinda Universitaet der Kuenste'den Meisterschueler derecesi aldi. Abbas'in
sanatsal pratigi pek cok farkli kaynaktan beslenir ve envai bigimler alir. Calismalarinda kiiltirel olarak kodlanmis
goriuntu ve ikonografileri eglenceli bir Gslupla ele alirken, topluma ickin catismalari sorgulamak igin geleneksel
motiflere ve stillere basvurur ve onlari donusturir. Kolektif bir hafizanin bir pargasini olusturan goriintileri yeniden
yaratarak gorme eylemini bozmayi amaglar. Konu ya da medya tarafindan sinirlandiriilmadan, kdltirel tarih, cinsellik,
siddet, suslemecilik ve inang gibi kavramlara yonelik bitlnsel galismalar Gretmek icin arastirmaci bir yaklasim
benimser.

Hamra Abbas was born in Kuwait in 1976. She received her BFA and MA in Visual Arts from the National College of Arts,
Lahore in 1999 and 2002 respectively before going on to the Universitaet der Kuenste in Berlin where she did the
Meisterschueler in 2004. Abbas' artistic practice draws from a myriad of sources and takes a diversity of forms. Her
works originate from encounters and experiences - an image, icon or gesture - that are manipulated by the artist
transforming its scale, function or medium. Her intention is to deconstruct the act of seeing by recreating images that
form part of a collective memory. Unrestrained by subject matter or media, she takes an investigative approach to
produce a diverse and holistic body of work addressing notions of cultural history, sexuality, violence, ornamentation,
devotion and faith.
